Super Tiered RR Event (FRIDAY)

Starts with a preliminary RR with 8 groups of 4 players each. Players are assighed a
division (I, 11, I1l, or 1V) based on their preliminary RR rank/results.

ALL players advance to play a second RR among their division. Each division will have
2 groups of 4 players.

ONE (1) player advances from each second RR group into their division’s Final playoff.
This will be a 4-hour event, players can expect to play 6+ matches.

Standard Round Robin Events (SATURDAY)

TWO (2) players advance from each group in all singles events.

e ONE (1) team advances from each group in U4200 doubles.

2-Person Teams RR Event (SUNDAY)

Matches through semifinals are BEST OF 3 GAMES. Finals are BEST OF 5 GAMES.
ONE (1) team advances from each group.

Players form 2-person teams with a combined rating below 3800.

Order of play is Avs X, Bvs Y, Doubles, Avs Y, B vs X.

Coin toss decides A/B or X/Y. Teams then decide player letters before each match.
Team matches are expected to take between 40-80 minutes each to complete during
the group stage. Please plan your downtime between matches accordingly.

This will be an all-day event, with finals expected to start at 6:00PM.
